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TESTING ABILITY in ENGLISH:

Because every teacher is a teacher of English, the agency requires all of its teachers to be fluent in this language. 

If we have any worries that candidates can speak, read, write and understand English, then we ask them to take a test. 

Testing your English is necessary. We have to be sure that:

· Teachers can live and work here in the UK without problems (and happily!)

· Children are given the skills they need by teachers who are fluent in English

· Client schools and LEAs have no reason to complain that our teachers don’t speak English well

The foremost authority in Britain for English language testing (and training) is the British Council. They recommend the International English Language Test System (IELTS) and the website is www.ielts.org   

We ask you to look at the specimen tests on this site. If you have problems completing them, or if we think you would have problems, then we will arrange for a supervised test - using test papers from the British Council - in our offices or with the British Council.

Our decision in respect of English language ability is final. Unless you fail the test, take lessons, and come back for a re-test!
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
